Place fan assembly with blades pointing towards rear of fireplace and in
between two leg stands.

Using 2 of the screws provided, fasten upper flange of blower bracket to
hearth pan. Fasten end flanges to leg stands with remaining 4 screws.

NOTE: Wire assembly must be arranged in front and away from the fan
blades to reach power receptacle plug freely.
