INTRODUCTION

The F180-1 fan is designed to circulate room air through many hearth products in the industry. The F180-1 operates on
120VAC, 60Hz power. The fan dimensions are 12-3/4” W x 4-3/8” H x 4-5/16” D. NOTE: Power must be provided through
an approved factory installed junction box from the hearth product’s manufacturer.

1. F-180-1 Fan (with two leads, ground & magnetic feet)
2. ACM24 (24-inch polarized cord)

INSTALLATION PRECAUTIONS

Please read all the instructions before proceeding with installation.
CAUTION: a qualified electrician should complete all wiring. Install following all local codes and in compliance with the
National Electric Code ANSI/AFPA NO. 70 or CSA C22.1 for all of North America.

INSTALLATION 1/8"to 1/4" Gap \v

WARNING: Turn electrical power OFF at the circuit breaker before beginning
installation.

1. Unplug the old fan system and remove it from the appliance.

2. If necessary Secure (attach) the ACM24 wires to the F180-1 fan by
matching colors, black to black and white to white.

3. Install the new F-180-1 fan in the rear of the appliance where the
previous fan was installed.

4. Pull the fan housing slightly away from the metal back wall (1/8” to 1/4”)

of the appliance. The magnetic feet will hold the housing in place. (See

Fig. 1) N
5. Attach the F-180-1 fan ground (green) wire to an accessible ground source. Magnetic Feet
6. Attach fan to existing control or power source. Fig. 1 Side View
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MAINTENANCE

Cleaning on a semi-annual basis is required to keep the warranty in place. Dust or dirt must be removed from the fan
blades, air inlets and blower outlet for the fan kit to maintain the efficiency of the system. Carefully use a vacuum with a
brush to remove any dust. If unable to redd¥% . E RIRANLYfrom the appliance for easier cleaning.

SKYTECH Il warrants this fan system for two years or 24 months from the date of purchase to the original
owner. This warranty is NOT transferable to another person. Should any part fail because of defective work-
manship or material from the original date of purchase SKYTECH Il will repair or replace the part at SKYTECH
Il option.

Damage to the Fan system caused by accident, misuse, abuse, or installation error, whether by a contractor,
service company, or owner is not covered by this warranty. Modification of the Fan System will void the war-
ranty.

The owner must provide a bill of sale, to verify purchase date and establish warranty period. SKYTECH Il is
not responsible for: Travel expenses, Diagnostic costs, and Service labor to repair the defective Fan system.
Freight charges will not be covered on warranty parts or Fan systems.

This warranty does not cover claims, which do not involve defective workmanship or materials.
